	Impact of Pupil Premium Spending 2013/2014

	At KS1 the overall summary of closing the gap in all of the core curriculum areas is one of steady improvement. The in-school gap is much less but, this is still not in line with national expectations.  However, KS1 attainment in all curriculum areas was much lower for all children in 2014 cohort.  At KS1 there was a marginal improvement on the attainment of children in reading and writing. In writing there were was an increase in the percentage of children with Level 2 or above attainment; Currently at KS1 there is a 3% reading and 6% writing gap. At KS2 attainment and progress for disadvantaged pupils remains lower than at national levels and the school’s population in all core curriculum subjects.
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
